	Appropriateness

The student selects material, objects and/or techniques that meet the needs, requirements in task #1.


	· Student does not select material (photos, sound files, video clips, apparel, illustrations, etc.) that is appropriate for the audience and the situation.

· Student does not use language appropriate for the audience and the situation (as defined by school and district guidelines).

· Student does not select an efficient tool, technique or paradigm to achieve the desired goal as defined in the project or course guidelines.

· Student uses humor that doesn’t enhance understanding and may offend audience.
	· Student selects material (photos, sound files, video clips, apparel, illustrations, etc.) that is appropriate for the audience and the situation.

· Student is able to modify theories, products, behaviors or skills to fit new or changed environment.
	In addition to meeting the PROFICIENT criteria 

· Student actively seeks new environments and situations to apply theories, principles and/or skills.

· Student provides multiple examples of how theory, principle or skill can be applied.

	Cooperation

Students are working as a team, posing questions and delegating tasks.
	· Student does not willingly follow directions.
· Student vocalizes intense opposition to group or classroom goals.
· Student does not comply with group, classroom and community rules.
	· Student follows directions from group leaders, group members and adults who take the lead or offer assistance.
· Student expresses the ability in words and deeds to adapt to the goals of the group, even when those goals may be different than their own.

	Attitude and Demeanor

Students respect others opinions and ideas on the start of the project. Students are discussing ideas and formalize a final plan.

· Student models appropriate speech, behavior, clothing,, etc. even at the risk of  breaking peer norms.
· Student goes out of their way to encourage positive behavior and attitude.

	Background Research

Students begin to research using internet, public speakers, and other community members to educate themselves on our recycling program and comparison to other schools in the area.
	· Students answer 50% of the key questions from the check list
· Students do not provide a visual aid to present to the class

· Only one student from the group presents and no questions are answered
	· Students answer 75% of the key questions from check list
· Students provide a visual aid to present to the class
· Most students present to the class and questions are answered most students in the group
	In addition to meeting the PROFICIENT criteria 

· Students answer all key questions from check research question #1
· Students provide an elaborate visual aid to present to class.

· Students share responsibilities equally during presentation as well as answering questions

	Data Collection

Students collect data that corresponds to their specific research question. Students use charts to compile data to then be shared with the class.
	· Students do not answer their key questions from research question #2
· Students do not have charts of data collected
	· Students do not fully answer their key question from research question #2
· Students have compiled charts without labels ad correct placement of variables

· Students have successfully answered their key question from research question #2
· Students have created appropriate charts with titles, and correct placement of variables

	Data Analysis

Students breakdown data and create charts, visual aids, and handouts to present to the class.

	· Students have not made graphs or tables 
· Students have created handouts that portrays 50% of their data collection

· Handouts are not typed and 50% accurate

· Students do not have a handout or visual aid to present to class

· Only on student from the group presents and no questions are answered
	· Students have collected data and created graphs and tables with few mistakes
· Students have created handouts that portrays 75% of their data collection

· Handouts are readable, typed, and 75% accurate

· Students use handouts and visual aids to present to the class

· Most students present to the class and questions are answered by most students in the group

· Students take information from data collection and accurately create graphs and tables to share their information
· Students create handouts or other class members that portrays their data collection
· Handouts are easy to read, typed, and accurate

· Students use handouts and visual aid to present data to class

	Proposal (Campaign)
	· Student do not have an accurate plan of action for the proposal
· Students have answered 50% or questions from research question #4

· Campaign is not well written and is not suitable for the selected audience
	· Student have created a plan of action for their proposal

· Students have answered 75% of questions from research question #4

· Campaign is written and  geared toward recycling success

· Students have created a  clear and concise plan of action for their proposal
· Students have accurately answered all key questions from research question #4

· Campaign is suitable for the audience and gets students excited to recycle
